Illinois Standards Achievement Tests will be given to all Beckemeyer third, fourth, and fifth grade students 
during the week of March 1st – 5th.  All students in the State of Illinois are required to take these tests.  Our 
District and each of its schools are evaluated on how well the students perform on these tests.  Children will 
receive a more exact testing schedule as the date approaches.  Parents are encouraged to make sure their 
children are well rested and ready to do their best on these important tests.

SCHOOL FUNDING AND THE FREE AND REDUCED LUNCH PROGRAM

been reduced since you enrolled this year, or you wish to review the eligibility requirements, please call the 
school office and an application will be sent home for your consideration. 
 
HILLSBORO PRE-KINDERGARTEN/KINDERGARTEN SCREENING REGISTRATION 
Registration for the Hillsboro CUSD#3 Kindergarten, Pre-Kindergarten, and Head Start Screening will be 
held in all 3 elementary schools, Beckemeyer, Coffeen and Witt during the week of March 22-March 26th   
from 9:00 am – 3:00 pm.  If you have a Kindergarten age child, 5 by September 1, 2010 OR  if you have a 
pre-school age child, age 3 or 4 by September 1, 2010, stop by any of these elementary schools to pick up 
registration forms and an appointment card for the May screening.  If your child is currently in the District 
Pre-K or Head Start program they DO NOT need to come to screening!  If you cannot make it into one of 
these schools to pick up the necessary paperwork, call 534-2314 and speak with Mrs. Luckett.  
 
NOTE:  While there has been some concern as to the state budget and grant funded programs like Pre-K, we are 
optimistic in planning operation of Hillsboro District#3 Early Childhood Programs with some modifications for the fall 
of 2010.  We will have more information about those modifications for you at your screening appointment date.
