Two More Student COVID Cases 

 
Two Beckemeyer students, one 3rd grader and one 4th grader, tested positive for COVID 
recently.  Contact tracing today identified 13 close contacts at school. 8 will be quarantined 
and 5 will participate in our Test to Stay program. 
 
 

TEST TO STAY PROTOCOL 
As an alternative to quarantining, students may participate in a “Test to Stay” program. If 
the student and parents agree for the student to participate in rapid testing on days 1, 3, 
5, and 7, the student may attend in-person during the 10-day watch period. The 
BinaxNOW test will be used for this monitoring program.  Negative test results every 
other day, and remaining symptom free will result in an unvaccinated close contact being 
able to stay in school during the 10 days.
